4) Upon Arrival

5) T-Shirts

6) Technical & Teamwork Judging
Technical and Teamwork presentations will be made in the Pit Area as the Judges walk around.
7) Bluetooth
If you are using the NXT robot, downloading programs via Bluetooth is strictly prohibited.  Please make sure that you disable robot's Bluetooth feature in order to make sure that your programs do not get erased or overwritten.
8) Food & Beverages Reminder 
Reasonably-priced food will be available. We will offer lunch items, as well as snacks and beverages 
9) Extra Parts 
At the Tournament, be sure that you have an extra RCX brick, a back-up of your software, an extra copy of your program, an extra laptop (if possible) or at least an extra battery, an extra infrared tower, extra AA batteries, and an extra 9 volt gear reduction motor. Your life will be easier! 
10) Game Table Lighting 
The lighting the gymnasium has high level illumination and is uniform throughout. As a result, there will be no fluorescent lighting over the game tables. If you team's robot is using the light sensor, you should recalibrate the ambient lighting at the practice tables upon arrival.
